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INAUGURAL CHILI HARVEST 
April 2008 was a red hot month for two FBA beneficiaries based in Saree, Aceh Besar.  Last year, Deli and Siti 

both applied to FBA for 8,500,000 rupiah each to start a chili farm based in the agricultural hub of Aceh Besar.  

Working with Local Motivator Jauhari, the proposal was accepted and seedlings, fertilizer, plant food, piping 

and stakes were purchased.

Twelve months after planting the seedlings, Deli and Siti have been busy harvesting their first chili crop of 

7,000 chili plants and employing 13 local staff to assist with the harvest �± which takes approximately three 

months from start to finish.
